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DELAWARE SOYBEAN BOARD OFFERS SOY BIODIESEL DECALS

Fleets and individuals using soy biodiesel fuel can receive decals for their vehicles from the Delaware Soybean Board. The tri-colored decals are being offered as a way to promote the fuel and its benefits in Delaware.

According to Jeffrey Allen, President of the DSB, the decals will be provided free of charge for all Delaware diesel vehicles currently using the fuel. “Soy biodiesel fuel is the fastest growing alternative fuel in America, and about 400 major fleets use biodiesel nationally,” said Mr. Allen. “Several fleets in Delaware, including Delaware Electric Cooperative’s fleet, use the fuel, and the Delaware Soybean Board is offering the decals so that fleets can demonstrate their use of the fuel that improves air quality and reduces our dependence on foreign oil,” he said.

“The Board is also encouraging farmers and individuals who use soy biodiesel to request decals for their vehicles and farm equipment,” continued Mr. Allen. “The decals are very attractive and will be produced in sizes that meet the specific requirements of fleets and individuals,” he said.

Soy biodiesel fuel can be used in all diesel engines with little or no modifications. Made from soybeans, the fuel is simple to use, biodegradable, nontoxic, and essentially free of sulfur and aromatics. Soy biodiesel contains no petroleum, but can be blended at any level with petroleum diesel to create a biodiesel blend, such as B20 (20% biodiesel and 80% petroleum diesel).

“The Delaware Soybean Board awarded the Delaware Department of Agriculture a $25,000 grant for the purchase of a soy biodiesel-powered truck that included the promotional decal,” said Michael Scuse, Secretary of Agriculture. “The decaled-truck, along with the Department of Agriculture’s Promotion and Education trailer, will tour the state and communicate the usage and benefits of soy biodiesel fuel,” he said.

“I am pleased that more Delaware fleets and farmers are using soy biodiesel in their trucks and equipment,” continued Secretary Scuse.  “The Board’s new decal program will not only help communicate the benefits of soy biodiesel, but will also demonstrate that many fleets and farmers are committed to a fuel that’s good for Delaware and good for America,” he said.
